Our Tell Them From Me, Zones of Regulation and PBIS data indicate that this is 
an area of focus. We are working hard in our  authentic learning, leadership, 
Zones (self-regulation),  Respect Education groups, community involvement, so-
cial group skill building, sports, strong music/band program and other programs 
to see more steady positive change.

EYðWriting: By June 2019 all students will demonstrate at least one grade level of 
growth throughout the writing continuum, which will be reflected in reading data. 

FOCUS GOALS: 
Kinder:  By June 2019, 100% of students will be at least at a C in our literacy assessment 
(F&P).  
Grade 1:  By June 2019, 75% (specific and ambitious) of grade 1 students will demonstrate 
at least one grade level of growth in Attitude/Self Evaluation writing skills (results-based) 
as measured on the writing continuum (specific and measurable). 
Grade 2:   By June 2019, 70% (specific and ambitious) of Grade 2 students will demon-
strate at least one grade level growth in attitude /self-evaluation writing skills (results-
based) as measured on the writing continuum (specific and measurable).  
Grade 3/4:   By June 2019, all (100%) students will demonstrate at least one yearôs growth 
in at least two areas of the writing continuum.  

 
 

MYðWriting: By June 2019 all students will show a minimum of one level of growth in 
reading and writing with 80% achieving grade level in organization and self evaluation 
on the writing continuum.  

FOCUS GOALS: 
Grades 5&6:  By June 2019 (time-bound), 100% of grade 5 and 6 students will demon-
strate a minimum of one yearôs growth in organization (strategic) as measured on the new 
SRSD writing continuum (measurable and results-bound) 
Grade 7&8:  By June 2019, 75% (specific and ambitious) of students will demonstrate Con-
necting/Independent Stage writing skills (results-based) as measured on the new writing 
continuum (specific and measurable) self-evaluation/attitude. 

 
With a school-wide focus on writing, teachers and students were regularly engaged in conversa-
tions about what good writers do and how to take a current piece of writing and make it better.  
Teachers spent time collaborating with each other to create more opportunities to engage students 
in writing tasks which were meaningful, linked to shared experiences and involved students making 
their thinking visible.  In our Early Years this year, we were fortunate to continue to have co-
teachers working in collaborative grade-group teams.  Our entire staff continued to engage in col-
laboration meetings every other cycle. 
 
The data sources which lead our work includes:  Fountas & Pinnell reading assessments, student 
writing continuums, student writing samples, teacher observations, and lessons specific to non-
fiction writing and teacher collaboration to share effective strategies.  Professional Learning for 
teachers included:  the ongoing implementation of the Lyn Sharratt framework, Crafting Non Fic-
tion, Writing Essentials and Levelled Literacy Intervention.  Moving forward with literacy, our school 
will continue to engage in conversation school-wide to raise the level of our studentsô skills in all 
aspects of writing.  

Report on accomplishments for the year 

Arborgate Focus Question/Goal 
By June 2019 (time-bound), 100% of grade 5 and 6 students will demonstrate a mini-
mum of one yearôs growth in organization (strategic) as measured on the new SRSD 
writing continuum (measurable and results-bound) 
 
We chose this goal because our data indicated that our grade 6s were not writing at grade level in 
the area of organization.  Using the philosophy behind Writing-to-Learn and keeping in mind the 
reading and writing reciprocity, our focus was on writing to 
improve reading skills.  According to our Literacy Assess-
ments and Writing Continuum we decided to continue with 
purposeful, high-interest and authentic non-fiction writing 
tasks using the SRSD writing continuum and SRSD Task 
Assessment to measure growth.  
When reassessing the students reading skills after this pro-
ject we discovered that  this process indeed showed much 
success! 
 
This has brought our teachers to planning intentionally 
around using data to specifically create Focus Goals for 
each grade level around writing.  This is reflected in our 
goals for the 2018-2019 school year on the last page.
